General issues raised during the meeting:

· The EUROTeV project will run officially until December 2007.  This has implications for 3-year contracts; extensions will be necessary beyond December 2007 (but this is not expected to be a problem).

· The ILC-BDIR/EUROTeV/ELAN workshop will be held at RHUL, London from June 20-23rd (possibly extending to 24th).  During this meeting we will have a dedicated formal session on EUROTeV DIAG, where formal milestones and deliverables will be fixed.  Participation is very welcome in the wider BDIR meeting from all DIAG groups.
· It would be useful to have some specific feedback on the use of RF-simulation codes (see ESPEC report below).

Task News:

CFBPM:  Confocal Resonator Beam Position Monitor.
Arnaud reported: Arnaud will be recruited by Uppsala to the Eurotev position as soon as funds become available.  He will be working half time on the CFBPM project and half time on the design of the CLIC extraction line.

They will also be working with another Uppsala group: Rydberg plus PhD student (E. Öjefors) on RF issues.

Aim to design the confocal BPM and to install it in CTF3 in 2007.

Arnaud will set up a web site, which will include some papers and descriptions.

LBPM Laser-Based Beam Profile Monitor

Grahame reported: a job advertisements has been posted for the RHUL RA and the Oxford RA position advertisement has been drafted.  The intention is to hold interviews in April this year.  There was a very successful recent laser-wire run at PETRA with the existing laser-wire.  Future upgrades should gain at least another order of magnitude in scanning rate; which will be one of the EUROTeV deliverables.  A web site already exists and is linked to the DIAG site.  Some EUROTeV-specific details will be added.
CAVBPM: Precision Cavity BPM 
No report at this meeting.  By email, Lars Soby reported that he will be meeting H. Braun and G. Guignard on Wednesday this week to draft the job description for the new fellow.
ESPEC: Precision Energy Spectrometry
David reported:  Alexei Liapine joined UCL on Jan 1st 2005, with UK funding.  EUROTeV will be used to extend this post until the end of 2007.  Alexei is providing a teach-in on cavity BPMs for spectrometry.  The group is considering buying RF design software and two packages are being considered: GDFIDL and Microwave Studio/Mafia.  Feedback from participants suggested that David contact Erk Jensen at CERN, who is an expert in this area.  Work is also planned at KEK (nano-bmp) and SLAC (e-spectrometry) which is related very closely to the ESPEC task.  

A new web page is under development by M. Wing.
HEPOL: Precision High Energy Spectrometry
No report at this meeting.  A web site has been set up by Didier Jehanno (LAL) and is linked to the DIAG web site.
TPMON: Timing and Phase Monitoring

Jonathan reported: The CERN group has decided to concentrate on a system to measure precisely the phase at 30 GHz at CTF3, aiming at an accuracy of ~15 fs and a bandwidth of ~100 MHz.  They are aiming at a phase precision of 0.2º and will utilise the time of flight of the main beam to compensate the phase of the drive beam, within the pulse, via a feed-forward RF-based mechanism.

A new CERN fellow (Alexander Anderson) will start on 1st May.  She will manage web site, however it would help to have a basic link in place on a shorter timescale.
WBCM: Wide-Band Current Monitor
No Report.  (Lars could not make the meeting – but reported by email – see CAVBPM above).

FLUM: Fast Luminosity Monitoring
